1) Policy C-PK-3, and 2) the Preliminary map defining the boundary of the proposed
Commercial Core area in Stinson Beach on the condition that the County recognizes that
residential use remains permitted in the proposed Core Commercial Area, and that the County
will support any proposed affordable housing projects in the Core Commercial Area.”
