Passage of the amendments was recommended to spell out the method by which persons
eligible for membership may become members thereby enabling the SBVA to provide proper notice of upcoming
matters requiring members’ votes; and by quoting the statute’s language concerning quorum requirements for
voting, and the ability to vote in the absence of a quorum if prior proper notice has been given.
